With the washer with eyelet (Type E) the assembly 
pin and a corresponding GN 1024 spring cotter pin can be secured to 
prevent loss using a retaining cable or ball chain. The washer with 
mounting shackle (Type L) simultaneously acts as loss protection and 
anti-rotation protection.

Assembly pins according to identification no. 2 are secured against 
falling out via a transverse drill hole which is aligned to the GN 1024 
spring cotter pin.
